Inquiry for Diaconate

The Diaconate Formation Office is accepting inquiries for
men interested in the diaconate. To be considered, an
applicant must be Roman Catholic at least 30 years of age,
who is an active member of his parish with the support of
his pastor. He must be in good health, of sound moral
character, mature faith, regular practice in the
sacramental life of the Church and have a sense of vocation
to service. If married, he must be in a valid Catholic
marriage for a minimum of five years, have the support of
his wife and family and be in a strong, stable marriage. If
unmarried, he must be willing and able to commit to
celibacy. Although an upper age limit for application has
not been established for the Cleveland diocese, the
expectation is that ordained deacons will have the health
and energy to provide a minimum of ten years of ordained
ministry to the diocese of Cleveland.

Our next Diocesan Diaconate Aspirancy Program will begin
in September 2021. All men interested in applying to the
2021 program are asked to please write to Deacon David S.

Is it wrong to hope for a miracle? My son has been
diagnosed with cancer, and I am praying for one!

hen my mother was a teenage girl, she suffered from internal

problems. Her mother took her across Detroit to a famous healer, Fr.
Solanus Casey. He talked to her, prayed over her, and sent her back home.
After that visit, my mother’s internal problems disappeared!

As Christians, we believe in
miracles. It is the legacy handed to
us by the Lord Jesus. Remember that
once Jesus had trained his disciples,
he sent them out in pairs to cure
the sick and drive out demons (Luke
9:1-6). They, like the Lord, became
miracle workers. Jesus worked
his miracles out of compassion
(Luke 7:13). He wanted to show us
that our God was a personal God,
genuinely kind and loving.

The first step to asking for a miracle is to believe deeply in the power
of Jesus. Jesus always demanded that an initial faith be present before he
performed a miracle (Matthew 21:22). The miracle would then deepen,
strengthen, and stabilize this faith. The second step is to be tireless in your
asking. Saint Luke’s section on prayer (Luke 11:1-13) promises success for
those who keep knocking on God’s door. The final step is to accept whatever
the Lord gives. Perhaps the Lord has greater plans for your son than you might
know or fathom.

The Lord’s greatest miracle for us is the Eucharist. Here would be the proper
place to lay your request before the Lord!
